
Class Information 
 

EVERY CLASS OFFEREND HERIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES 
AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CURRENT FEDERATON RULE BOOK WILL 
BE CONDUCTED AMD JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THERWITH.  Exhibitors 
are encouraged to read the Federation rule book, and particularly Chapter AR, for 
complete Arabian horse rules, class descriptions and judging specifications. 
 
JUNIOR EXHIBITOR shall not have reached their 18th birthday by December 1 of the 
show year. 
 
AMATEUR exhibitors are those individuals 18 years and over of AND in possession of a 
current USEF card or apply for same at least one hour prior to showing in an Amateur 
class. 
 
OWNER class exhibitors must conform to the definition in USEF AR140 
 
IABS SWEEPSTAKES CLASSES are marked in the. Class list by an “*”.  All horses 
may enter and ride in these classes.  See AHA article 1816-1818 
 
LEADLINE Riders 2 to 6 years of age.  No cross entries of rider/horse combination are 
allowed.  Horses at show for only this class must pay stall and office fees.  NO 
STALLIONS ALLOWED 
 
WALK/JOG see USEF AR231.  Open to riders 110 years and over.  As of January 1995 a 
rider must not have been judged in a class at a licensed competition that required a 
canter or lope.  No cross entries to classes requiring canter or lope.NO STALLIONS 
ALLOWED 
 
HALTER CLASSES:  Champions and Reserve Champions MUST be at least two years 
old,  NO STALLIONS in Youth halter and showmanship.
